TOWN OF LONG BEACH

TOWN COUNCIL MEETING

July 9, 2007
Council President Robert Angelo called the meeting to order at 6:58 p.m.  Council members present were Henry Bausback, Robert Schaefer, John Hayes, and Mary Lou McFadden. Also present were, Clerk-Treasurer, Anne Heywood, Fire Chief, Dave Albers, Town Attorney Jeff Thorne, Police Chief Robert Sulkowski, and Dave Sechrist.  Seven townspeople were present.

Henry Bausback made a motion to correct the spelling of Jim Maurer’s name and John Hayes made a correction that there was no June meeting for Police Commission.  Henry Bausback made a motion to accept the minutes for the June 11, 2007 meeting.  John Hayes seconded the motion.  Approved by all.  Anne noted the spelling of Jim Maurer’s name is spelled correctly in last month’s minutes.   

REPORTS:

Police & Dog Warden Report:  Chief Bob Sulkowski read his report  (on file).

The chief also wanted to comment that on the beach over the weekend a 6 yr.

old boy was missing at Stop 20.  Chief Sulkowski complimented on how fast

the departments responded and all residents on the beach worked 

together.  The story had a happy ending, he was found at Stop 41. 

The Chief also mentioned that the Minor Electric truck has been working

at the bunker putting in new equipment that came in to replace damaged 

equipment caused by a water leak. This was covered under the Town’s 

insurance.  The police department received $60,000.00 worth of equipment for the

dispatcher. This came from 911 monies that everyone pays called a “user fee”.  

Fire Department Report: Fire Chief Dave Albers gave report.  Dave would like to 

find the money to purchase signs to put on the beach to identify the beach stops.  

Dave said he would discuss this more under other business.

Street Department Report: Dave Sechrist –Reported Chastleton, Fairway, Lake Shore Dr., and the blind hills were getting striped this week with double yellow lines which means no passing and white lines along Chastleton for walkers.

Mrs. Baldwin at Stop 20 on Silvertip asked if she could top the trees on the town easement behind her for view of the lake.  Henry Bausback said no she could not top them but could trim them back.  Henry Bausback made a motion to allow the tree to be trimmed on town easement but to be carried out by an insured arborist with Dave Sechrist’s input and to be paid for by the homeowner.  Seconded by John Hayes, approved by all.

The water tower had a small hole that affected the pressure.  This has been fixed and pressure is back to normal.  The water department is getting ready to flush hydrants and the fire department will be helping.

Park Board & Community Report:  Henry Bausback thanked Dave Sechrist’s Street Dept. for all their work getting the park done for the 4th of July.  Phase I of the landscaping was finished.  Phase II is still getting quotes and will be worked on at a later date.  The community center is still looking for tenants.  The tables were installed outside on the patio.  One of the restroom areas were having new toilets installed.  John Hayes complimented Henry Bausback on a fine job he’s done on the parks.  Henry again thanked the Civic Association for the $30,000.00 for the playground and the $7,000.00 towards the tennis courts.

Police & Fire Commission Report:  John Hayes- Met June 13, 2007.  Discussed the bunker damage, police retirement, two (2) new reserve officers were hired, Anthony Palmieri and Dave Albers, Jr.  No meeting for July.

Water Board Report:  Bob Schaefer reported that the board met June 14,th to

approve payment for Woodruff.  Discussed water pressure, striping the roads, and

the final punch list.  Next meeting is July 23, 2007 at 7:00 p.m.   

A motion was made by John Hayes to accept the reports, seconded by Henry Bausback and approved by all. 

                              Old Business:

                  There will be a special workshop meeting on July 11, 2007 at 8:30 a.m. for discussing the wood burning boilers, fireworks, noise, and curb ordinance.  This meeting was posted in the News-Dispatch on Sunday, July 8th. 

Refuse bills for Hidden Shores and changing Lake Shore Drive to East Lake Shore for mail purposes.  These issues and questions were taken to the Mayors breakfast.  

NEW BUSINESS:  Dave Albers mentioned that the ATV’s were on the beach working and helped a boater be carried off.    Comments came from Duneland Beach homeowners that the ATV’s are a good thing.

“Signs on the Beach” - Dave Albers said he would find the funds for this project.  Bob Angelo asked that Dave Albers work with Dave Sechrist and Henry Bausback to look into the signs.
FROM THE FLOOR:  Cleo from stop 22 mentioned that a stair needed to be repaired.

Bob Schaefer mentioned that over by Woodruff’s property they were putting in a Cell Tower.  He asked the town attorney if the contract we had with Horvath Communications had any stipulations or time frame?

Motion made by Henry Bausback to accept the claims, seconded by Robert Schaefer and approved by all.
