TOWN OF LONG BEACH

TOWN COUNCIL MEETING

June 11, 2007
Council President Robert Angelo called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Council members present were Henry Bausback, Robert Schaefer, John Hayes, and Mary Lou McFadden. Also present were, Clerk-Treasurer, Anne Heywood, Fire Chief, Dave Albers, Town Attorney, Jeff Thorne and Chief Robert Sulkowski.  Street Supt. Dave Sechrist was absent; 18 townspeople were present.

John Hayes made a motion to accept the minutes for the May 14, 2007 meeting.  Robert Schaefer seconded the motion.  Approved by all.

REPORTS:

Police & Dog Warden Report:  Report on file in Police Dept.

Fire Department Report:  Chief Dave Albers gave report.  Sunday, July 1st is the 

Ice Cream Social 6 –9 p.m.  Another poster coming out for the department’s 75th 

Anniversary. 

Street Department Report: Dave Sechrist –No report

Park Board & Community Report:  The patio and sidewalk project is continuing, along with landscaping and electrical work in the near future.  

The community center is looking for short and long term tenants.  A partial roof and gutters job has been completed on the community center and there are plumbing issues being worked out.

A motion was made by Henry Bausback to accept the reports, seconded by John Hayes and approved by all. 

                              Old Business:

Employee Handbook – Mary Lou McFadden met with John Hayes regarding some concerns he had.  Mary Lou said she would look into them but reported that the changes she was asked to work on were completed and ready to be handed out to the employees.  A motion was made by Henry Bausback to accept the new handbook, seconded by John Hayes and approved by all.  

           Refuse bills for Hidden Shores – No report from Al Wallace.

Outdoor wood burning boilers:  Jeff Thorne asked if a Special  Workshop Meeting could be called to review the different Ordinances.  A motion was made by John Hayes to table until after the workshop; seconded by Henry Bausback and approved by all. 

Jeff Thorne read the deed that belongs to the lots at stop 28 that were donated to the town.  His feeling was that this land could not be used for a septic.  (A copy of the deed is on file) The council agreed with the attorney.  Mrs. Monk asked if she could then use about 5’ of the town’s right-of- way for her septic.  The council told Mrs. Monk she could file a petition with the Board of Zoning Appeals. 

Jim Maurer reported that he needed more time to look over the Meisers    property.  Will report at the next meeting.      

NEW BUSINESS:

Payment #13 for $735,401.14 and retainage for $5,980.38 to Woodruff’s for paving and change order #3 subject to the water boards approval. John Hayes made a motion to approve the payment; seconded by Mary Lou McFadden, approved by all. 

The police department received one sealed bid for the used squad car.  Robert Angelo read the bid. Chief Sulkowski said he was fine with the amount of the bid for $1,425.00.  A motion from John Hayes was made to accept the bid; seconded by Robert Schaefer and approved by all. 

Family reunion on Saturday, July 14th - Ms. Feeley would like to block off Somerset between Oriole and Juneway, from noon till 8p.m.  The board asked that they make sure all neighbors are notified and agree.  A motion was made by John Hayes to allow the road being blocked as long as all neighbors agreed and noted that this is not a town-sponsored event; motion was seconded by Henry Bausback and approved by all.   

Robert Angelo asked for the council’s approval to look for an Attorney to sit on the BZA.  A motion by John Hayes to look for an Attorney, motion was seconded Henry Bausback and approved by all.

There was some discussion about making Resolution 04001 an Ordinance.  Jeff Thorne suggested that this also be addressed at the special workshop. A motion was made by Henry Bausback, seconded by MaryLou McFadden and approved by all.  John Hayes asked if the noise ordinance could also be addressed at the special workshop.  A motion by Henry Bausback to review at the workshop, seconded by MaryLou McFadden.  Bob Schaefer brought up creating an Ordinance for fireworks and thought this should also be discussed at the workshop.  A motion was made by Henry Bausback to add fireworks to the workshop, seconded by Bob Schaefer and approved by all.    

FROM THE FLOOR:

Dave Albers asked if there have been complaints about water pressure going up and down.  He has noticed it when he was in the shower.  Jim Maurer said it could be due to air in the lines and once they flush the hydrants this should clear.  Jim Maurer also stated that when the project is completed Dave should flow test the hydrants.

Road Striping was discussed; whether we should bid for reflectors and what should be striped.  Chastleton, the new section on Fairway, all of Lake Shore Drive and if all of Oriole should be done or just the hills.  These streets should be done with a solid double yellow line and solid white line along Chastleton.

Anne Heywood discussed adding “E” for East Lakeshore Drive.  The purpose for the change has come from the Postmaster, Indianapolis due to duplicate addresses in Michigan City and Long Beach.  The post office needs us to add this letter so the machines can tell where they are going.  They have mail that is being delivered days or weeks late. This is a safety issue with 911 calls being dispatched to Police and Fire.  Both police and fire chiefs said this is a problem.  John Hayes asked if changing the zip code would help and report back.  It was still noted it would still be an issue for 911 calls.

Jane Neulieb of Florimond asked if there was anything the police could do with dogs on the beach and when the rest of the buoys would be put in the water.  Police Chief Sulkowski informed us they would be finished on Thursday.

Keith Davis of Chastleton asked if speed bumps could be put in.  The council said no.
