TOWN OF LONG BEACH

TOWN COUNCIL MEETING

OCTOBER 8, 2007
Council President Robert Angelo called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Council members present were Henry Bausback, Robert Schaefer, and Mary Lou McFadden. Also present were Clerk-Treasurer, Anne Heywood, Fire Chief Dave Albers, Town Attorney Jeff Thorne, and Police Chief Robert Sulkowski.  Dave Sechrist, Street Dept. and John Hayes, council member, were absent.  There were 26 townspeople present.

Council members were available before the meeting to have pictures taken with the local cub scouts troop.

Henry Bausback made a motion to approve the monthly minutes of September 10, 2007 and special meetings’ minutes from Sept. 7, and 19, 2007.  Mary Lou McFadden seconded the motion.  Approved by all.  

REPORTS:

Police & Dog Warden Report:  Chief Robert Sulkowski read his report and a 

statement he prepared for the News-Dispatch.  (on file).

Fire Department Report: Fire Chief Dave Albers gave report.  2 calls:  1836 LSD,  

a vacant lot; and 1300 LSD, an “address confusion issue.” 

Street Department Report: Dave Sechrist – no report.

Park Board & Community Center Report:  Henry Bausback gave his report.  In old business the park board is waiting for lighting fixtures and an estimate for the playground fence.  There is free WiFi internet connection now at the community center for the community’s use and enjoyment.  There is a list of improvements for consideration in the near future, two of those being the basement and the roof.  The Girlfriend Sale will start taking place the first weekend in November at the community center.

Building Permit Report:
Anne – September- 16 permits, Costs-$264,885.00, Fees $2,175.00

There was a question by Dave Albers-It was brought to his attention that maybe the town could change the color of the permit board from year to year for clarification purposes?  It was noted. 

Police & Fire Commission Report:  John Hayes- The committee met on October 3, 2007.  The meeting included discussion on the usage of golf carts and the town possibly having a little more control of the carts usage in the community.  There was discussion regarding 30- day rentals and a review of the ordinance.  The next meeting will be November 7, 2007.

Water Board Report:  Bob Schaefer - Met on September 24, 2007.  All of the 

new fire hydrants have been installed.  The few items left on the punch list for 

Woodruff’s regarding the water project should be almost finished.  

With the new water system the percentage of water loss is down to 20%.

The next water board meeting is set for October 22, 2007.

                             Old Business:  

                 Cell Tower Update – Anne Heywood reported that Sean Boylan from Horvath Communications will be coming in to pick up the permit by October 15th  to get started on the tower .  U.S. Cellular and Crickett are the two providers so far.

                         NEW BUSINESS:
                  1.  Marquette Plan – There was a 10 minute presentation by the JJR Group out of Chicago.  Bob Schaefer introduced Brad Winick, representing JJR, hired by Northern Indiana Regional Planning Commission.  Their website shows what was included in Phase I of the plan and can be viewed at www.JJR-US.com.  The group told of their interest in making the lakeshore 75% public access through this regional vision plan.  Henry Bausback mentioned the idea of possibly transforming Stop 24 where the old water building sits into a lakefront park/public access.

2. Mr. Liss requested permission from the town council to continue with his septic installation at 3002 Lake Shore Dr.  The work is being done by Gene’s Septic Service the town believes the septic is 5 or more feet into the town’s right-of-way. His septic in the back of his home failed and Mr. Liss had obtained an approval from the LaPorte Co. Health Dept. and proceeded with the work without the town’s approval and permit.  There was discussion between Liss, Gene’s Septic, the town attorney, Jeff Thorne, and the council members.  It was concluded that there should be an exhibit-A to an easement if this encroachment exists, between the town and Mr. Liss and this would be a recorded document.   However, the matter was tabled until November meeting.  Mr. Liss will need to provide a survey showing lot lines, and location of septic.

3. Halloween Trick-or-Treat:  Wednesday, October 31, 2007, hours  

for trick-or-treating will be  5:00 to 7:00 p.m. on the 31st.
